Lory's Place is a bereavement service of Hospice at Home and was created to
help children and their families work through their grief so they can become
capable, healthy, and optimistic about the future. The services are free to all who
need them. Lory's Place is fully funded by the generous donations and gifts of
our community through events such as the Lady Skipper Regatta.



The Skippers meeting begins at 10:00 AM with the race to start at 11:00 AM on
Saturday, August 23. Lunch will be served on the deck of the St. Joseph River
Yacht Club immediately following the race. The public is invited to view the race
and have lunch at the club.
